Arts Awards are a range of qualifications that
children and young people can take partin
which help them learn about the arts, and

to take part in creative activities.

To complete Arts Award Discover, you need
to collect information about what you have
learned whilst completing your Activity Book.

When you have completed all the activities,
share what you have learned with someone
else — your family, friends, or teachers. You can
share a dance, your new stage set, or drawings
you have done.
